Debra found out about Interfaith Dental Clinic through the Faith Family Medical  
Center.  She went in because she woke up swollen and hurting one morning, thinking 
she had an ear infection, which was actually the hairline fracture in her jaw.  It hurt 
every time she bit down.  Faith Family told Debra that she needed to see a dentist.   
At this point in her life, however, she had no idea how to even go about finding or  
affording dental care, so they sent her to Interfaith Dental Clinic.  
                             

All of the dental work that Debra had received early in life was failing.  Her bridge was 
17 years old and the porcelain was gone.  She now refers to Dr. Switzer as her 
ñguardian angelò and is thoroughly enjoying her new bridge and healthy mouth.

I have a better quality of life and I never expected that out 
of just getting my teeth fixed.  I thought that if someone gave me a million dollars then 
that would change my life.  But Iôm not embarrassed to smile anymore or laugh or any 
of that stuff.
